To change or set the IP address in the HCU, do the following.

1. Open a HyperTerminal session using COM1.  When the "COM properties" screen appears, change the Baud Rate to “9600”, and the Flow Control to “none”.

2. Now connect the COM port on the laptop to the COM1 port on the HCU using a null modem RS-232 serial cable.  This will allow you to watch the single board computer (SBC) in the HCU boot.

3. Power up the HCU.  You should see a “countdown” on your screen that says, “Press any key to stop auto-boot”.

4. Press the space bar to stop the countdown.  You will now see “[VxWorks Boot]:” and a flashing cursor.

5. Type a “c” and then press enter.

6. Continue to press “enter” until you come to the line that says, “inet on ethernet (e)”.  At this time the cursor should be behind the last number of the current IP address.

7. Type the new IP address.
8. If the HCU requires a subnet mask address that is not the default for the IP, it must be enter immediately following the IP in hexadecimal, separated by a colon.

a. Example:  IP address 10.11.15.245 with a subnet mask of 255.255.252.0 would be entered as 10.11.15.245:FFFFFC00.  FF=255, FC=252.  (Tip: Use the Windows calculator to figure out the hex )
9. Press “enter” until you come to the line that says, “gateway inet (g)”.  Type in the HCU’s default gateway address here.

10. Press “enter” until you return to the “[VxWorks Boot]:” prompt.  Type “@” and press “enter”.  This will re-start the HCU boot sequence.  This time, DO NOT stop the countdown.  After the 15 seconds has elapsed, the boot information will scroll past.  Verify that the IP address is correct.  Once the HCU is fully booted, you should be able to add the HCU to the PathTrak Server.
