Moving a TPP database from one server to another.

This process is only valid when using the same version of TPP on both the old and the new servers.

Shutdown the TechComplete™ Test Productivity Pack, Tomcat and MySQL servers on both the old and new server machines.

1) Select Start→Control Panel; Double click on Administrative Tools; Double click on Services.

(NOTE: Meters cannot synchronize with TechComplete™ Test Productivity Pack while the server is shutdown.)

2) Select Fdm250Service and press the stop icon (the Apache Tomcat service will also automatically stop from this).
3) Select MySQL and press the stop icon.
Replace the Meters Home, cfg and data directories.

1) COPY the Meters_Home and cfg directories from their location on the old server (typically this is C:\Program Files\Acterna FDM-250)to the same location on the new server, overwriting the existing files.

2) COPY the data directory for from its location on the old server (typically this is C:\Program Files\MySQL\MySQL Server 5.0\data)to the same location on the new server, overwriting the existing files.
Restart the TechComplete™ Test Productivity Pack server on the new machine.

1) Select Start→Control Panel; Double click on Administrative Tools; Double click on Services.

2) Select MySQL and press the start icon.

3) Select Fdm250Service and press the start icon (the Apache Tomcat service will also automatically start from this).

NOTE:  If the IP address of the new server is different from the IP address of the old one, all of the DSAMs in the system will have to be reprogrammed with the new IP address (Configure→Access→PC Connection) before they will be able to successfully synchronize.
